Data Model View 
 
The data model view shows an accurate (but not user-friendly) version of the Attitude project 
structure.  It is used primarily during data loading. 

Tree View 
 
The tree view shows the data model in terms of its hierarchy as cascading items.  It allows individual 
objects or branches to be toggled on or off by using its checkbox.  Some items have a properties 
menu which provides extra information about the item or allows its individual properties to be
